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e-Health is poised to transform healthcare and healthcare delivery. For e-health to truly function in its capacity as a facilitator of ‘borderless’ health and healthcare, it is essential that globally accepted principles and complementary glocal e-health policy be developed. To do otherwise would be to create potentially impenetrable barriers, denying benefit to much of the world population. Using the 6 participating Harkness countries as representative case studies of e-health advanced countries, this research will: use an Internet-based key informant survey and literature review to identify e-health related policy issues and current or planned e-health related policy; collate and describe common and unique e-health related policy issues; inform and promote debate around inter-jurisdictional e-health policy development.
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
