The project will bring together researchers from two Mexican Universities (Universidad Anahuac, Mexico City; Universidad Autónoma del Estado de Morelos, Cuernavaca) with those from the University of Calgary (Global e-Health Research and Training Program, Health Telematics Unit; International Centre), and Dalhousie University, plus Canadian technology providers. Throughout the project the support of key Mexican government and healthcare organisations will be garnered. The goal will be to plan, develop, fund, and implement joint e-health research initiatives and collaborations. The process will include hosting a visit of Mexican researchers to Calgary, and of Canadian researchers to Mexico City. The target will be to complete and submit at least one comprehensive application for funding of a specific, mutually agreed upon research project during 2005.
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
