The Project will incorporate an innovative knowledge brokering model at the Canmore General Hospital (Long-Term Care and Community Care Units), within the Calgary Health Region. The model will create: a culture of efficient evidence based decision- and policy making in the institution; linkage and exchange between rural health care decision- and policy makers and researchers and health information specialists; and capacity building in evidence-based decision making to enhance client care and client safety in a rural health care institution.
