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The fundamental nature of e-health (borderless electronic networking) endows it with the capability to transcend geo-political, socio-cultural, and temporal boundaries, contrary to our traditional domestic and regional health systems. 


Current e-health policy decisions are being taken by individual jurisdictions, largely in isolation from, and typically uninformed about, one another. Inappropriate policy developed in any single jurisdiction may hamper or even cripple the ability of e-health to fulfill its potential. 


This study will provide a baseline understanding of the current policy situation in BC at the provincial and regional levels. It will identify key policy barriers, plus possible policy options, implications, and recommendations. Raised awareness amongst Provincial decision- and policy-makers will provide the political will needed to stimulate the desire for research and resolution of inter-jurisdictional policy issues.
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
